This emphasizes the 
importance of champion animal genetics, breeding 
and husbandry, as well as the tradition of livestock 
competitions at fairs around the nation. The Champion 
Youth program also recognizes and rewards Youth 
Exhibitors for participation in a wide variety of 
educational events and tasks. These include practicing 
record-keeping, participating in hands-on skillathons, 
creating educational posters, attending workshops,  
submitting completed entry forms and more.  Points 
are earned by attending these events, and the top 32 
Senior Exhibitors with the most points at the end of the 
Fair are selected to compete in the final Round Robin 
Competition. The final competition culminates in the 
prestigious Champion of Champions banquet. Here, 
the program’s exhibitors are recognized for their hard 
work, and the program’s sponsors are thanked
for their support.
